ATTENDANCE

CLASS SELECTION
Approximately 30 applicants will be selected for the
Class of 2024 to represent a broad range of
geography, industry, experience, and perspectives.
This is a highly competitive process that will take
approximately 50% Leadership Wyoming graduates
and 50% non-graduates. All applicants will be notified
by late March of 2024.
